Competition Rules

· Time Limit 

Each team will have a total of 12 minutes to perform including intro and exit steps.  The clock begins as the first team member initiates contact with the stage.  Five points will be deducted for each additional minute, starting at the second past 12 minutes.  No grace period will be allowed.

· Scoring 

There will be a panel of judges. All judges will be asked to sign their score sheets to indicate validity.  The scores will be audited by a representative of Phi Beta Sigma Fraternity, Inc. and will be available to a representative of competing organizations if a dispute arises. 

Winners will be determined based on stated criteria.  A scale of 1-10, with 10 being the highest possible score, will be used.  Performances will be judged using the following categories:

· Difficulty/Complexity

· Appearance

· Creativity and Theme

· Enthusiasm 

· Precision
· Overall performance

NOTE: non-competing step teams will only be awarded half the prize money. A non-competing step team is defined as any step team that performs in their category without competition from a step team within the same category.
· Show Coordination 

Each team must have all music cued on one cassette or compact disc. A person must be assigned to instruct during the performance. If lighting cues vary during the show, each team should have a lighting coordinator.  If there are additional coordination requirements, a designated person must be assigned. 

· Disqualification and Point Reduction 

If a team or team member is found grossly unsportsmanlike or causing any type of disruption to a step team during their performance, the offending team or team member will disqualify his or her step team from the competition.  The overall step performance category of the judging criteria will allow for scoring reductions for profanity and explicit material. 

Note: Step show props that consist of fire and/or other explosive mechanisms are strictly prohibited and violators will be disqualified.

A designated member of  will be on hand the day of the show to review these rules and address additional concerns.  Feel free to contact us if there are concerns prior to the day of the show.
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
